SPCC Plan Template for Tier | Facilities Postponed

In December of 2008, the EPA announced an amendment to the
SPCC Rule that would create a subset of qualified facilities. The
amendment was originally to take effect in February 2009, but has
been postponed until January 14, 2010. The amendment will split
the classification of facilities into two categories either Tier | or Tier
Il. Presently, all facilities fall under the Tier Il category. To be clas-
sified as a Tier | facility, a facility must meet all the requirements of
a Tier Il facility AND have a maximum individual oil storage con-
tainer capacity of 5,000 gallons. If a facility is classified as Tier |
they will have the option to complete a SPCC Plan Template in lieu
of a full SPCC Plan. It will eliminate or modify certain requirements
and provisions that generally do not apply to facilities that store or
handle smaller volumes of oil. The amendment for a Tier | facility

will remove the requirements to: prepare a facility diagram, pro-
vide a facility description, comply with loading/unloading rack
provisions, conduct brittle fracture evaluations, comply with facil-
ity drainage requirements, monitor internal heating coils, comply
with provisions for effluent treatment facilities, comply with provi-
sions for facility transfer operation and comply with produced
water container provisions. The amendment will modify the fol-
lowing; predicting the rate of flow that could result from an equip-
ment failure, maintaining separate sized secondary containment
requirements for mobile/portable containers and meeting a pre-
scribed set of overall prevention procedures. The template can be
found in Appendix G of the SPCC Rule at 40 CFR 112.
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NetDMR: Online Reporting of
Discharge Monitoring Report

NetDMR is a Web-based tool that allows you as a Texas
Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permittee to
electronically sign and submit your water quality discharge
monitoring reports (DMRs) to the TCEQ. The data is then
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DMR data can be submitted electronically through the
NetDMR system for the following TPDES permits: industrial
wastewater  discharge individual permit, domestic
wastewater discharge individual permit, authorizations
under the TPDES wastewater general permit for discharges
from concrete production facilities (TXG110000),
authorizations under the TPDES wastewater general permit
for discharges of wastewater from concentrated aquatic-
animal production facilities and certain related activities
(TXG130000), authorizations under the TPDES wastewater
general permit for discharges contaminated with petroleum
fuel or petroleum substances (TXG830000), authorizations
under the TPDES wastewater general permit for discharges
of wastewater and contact storm water from petroleum
bulk stations and terminals (TXG340000).

There are some reports that can not be submitted, such as
monthly effluent systems. Annual reports required by
authorizations under the TPDES CAFO general permit must
