 WORLD included an article in our newsletter in December 2009 about the new federal 
greenhouse gas reporting rules proposed by the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) in Septem-
ber of 2009.   

 The EPA has now issued the Final Mandatory Reporting of Greenhouse Gases Rule.  The 
rule requires reporting of greenhouse gas emissions from certain industries and is intended to col-
lect accurate and timely emissions data to guide future policy decisions. 

 Under the rule, fossil fuel suppliers and industrial gas suppliers, direct greenhouse gas 
emitters, manufacturers of heavy-duty and off-road vehicles and engines, and facilities that emit 
25,000 metric tons or more per year of greenhouse gas emissions are required to submit annual 
reports to the EPA.  The gases covered by the proposed rule are; carbon dioxide (CO2), methane 
(CH4), nitrous oxide (N2O), hydrofluorocarbons (HFC), perfluorocarbons (PFC), sulfur hexafluoride 
(SF6), and other fluorinated gases including nitrogen trifluoride (NF3) and hydrofluorinated ethers 
(HFE).  The rule does not require control of greenhouse gases, yet it requires only that sources 
above the established threshold levels monitor and report emissions. 

 As reported by the EPA, this new reporting system will provide a better understanding of 
where greenhouse gases are coming from and will guide development of the best possible policies 
and programs to reduce emissions. The data will also allow businesses to track their own emissions, 
compare them to similar facilities, and provide assistance in identifying cost effective ways to re-
duce emissions in the future. 

 The rule contains some provisions for flexibility for the 2010 reporting year. These provi-
sions mean that certain facilities or suppliers will not have to meet some of the requirements during 
part or all of 2010.  It also includes bases to exit the program when emissions are less than the es-
tablished thresholds for consecutive reporting periods. 

The final rule was effective on December 29, 2009.
